	LEARNING ACTIVITIES FOR EPISODE 1

What activities will be used to ensure learners accomplish the learning targets from Episode 1? 

	The teacher will introduce the new vocabulary and grammatical points through modeling and acting, using real objects and authentic pictures. The teacher will further practice words and phrases with the learners in the form of a meaningful activity. For instance, the teacher will have two posters side by side. One represents an event in the present time and the other represents that same event in the past time. The teacher will talk/tell a story about each picture in a way that students can notice when the verbs’ tense form changes from present tense to past tense and vice versa.. 

Later, learners will use two pictures of an event/person from two different time (maybe 20 years apart) and describe each picture using the corresponding tense form.
