How do teachers facilitate meaningful learning experiences that advance language learning?

The teacher demonstrates trust and respect for individuals, routines, and procedures.

The teacher returns students’ attention to the learning targets at the end of a lesson.
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The teacher provides opportunities for students to process language in the interpretive mode.
